 Perform safe transferring techniques and participate in all aspects of recreation and leisure 
activities (e.g. swimming). 

 Promote and support Individual rights and facilitate meaningful community inclusion. 

 Facilitate ongoing learning opportunities for personal growth and development of the individual. 

 Facilitate opportunities for the development of personal relationships. 

 Contribute to the development and implementation of personalized plans. 

 Promote Positive Behaviour Supports and effective communication.

 Experience, education and/or training in supporting individuals with developmental disabilities 

 Able to demonstrate knowledge of current issues and practices, human values in delivery of 
service, and a strong ability to plan and work independently while actively involving individuals 
in this process.
